Dissolved oxygen concentrations were calculated using an automated Winkler titration system (in the conditions of Murray and Riley (1969)), and then used for the calibration of the CTD oxygen signal.

Winkler oxygen titrations are reported in the file O2_Winkler.xls, where the first column is the number of the CTD (PRO_xxx), with the corresponding number of the bottle (the sample depth). Concentrations are expressed in ml/l in the second column.
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
