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Overview of the project: Determination of in situ viral abundance above the Kerguelen plateau and in offshore waters

Data description

Parameters and methodology: Subsamples (2 ml) were fixed with glutaraldehyd (0.5% final concentration), incubated for 15-30 minutes at 4ºC, subsequently frozen in liquid nitrogen and stored at –80ºC. Viral particles will be quantified by flowcytometry (Brussaard 2004) upon return to the laboratory.

Sampling strategy: Samples for viral abundance were collected at 6-8 depths throughout the water column at all stations visited during the KEOPS cruise.

Planning for data availability: Data have been just partly analyzed since Corina Brussard took samples for viral abundance and measured them already. Samples that have not been measured are stored at –80ºC and will serve as a back-up.

Data file description: Viral abundance (virus L-1), samples that have not been analyzed are marked by a cross, column C.
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
